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School Meals

We have been advised that the cost of school meals will increase from 1%t April 2025.
For children in Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 a school meal will cost £2.85
For children in Pre-School a school meal will cost £2.89

Children in reception, year 1 and year 2 are entitled to a free government funded
universal infant free school meal (UIFSM).

If you are on a low income or in receipt of certain benefits you may be able to claim for
free schools meals. This not only allows your child a free meal each day but also provides
the school with additional funding to use on resources and support throughout the
school.
