Returning to School

If your child is in Reception, Year 1 or Year 6 and you would like them to attend school please be aware
that we will only be accepting new children into each ‘bubble’ or group on a Monday, no new children
will be admitted into the group mid-week.

Sadly, it also mean that the end of this
academic year is looking very different for our children. | am sure you can understand and appreciate
that as much as we would like to take part in ‘end of summer term activities’, we won’t be able to do this.

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or sports day. This is very sad for our Year 6 children and not the way that any of us would wish them to
end their primary school journey. | can assure you, that as soon as we safely can, we will invite Year 6
children and their families back to school for something special to recognise the end of their primary
school years.
